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Pastoral care

Each student is assigned to a personal tutor
for the entire time he/she spends at Abbey.
Students have a weekly meeting in a group
format with their tutor (one hour). Students
may, of course, approach their personal
tutor at any time outside of this scheduled
meeting for help and advice.

In the first year of an A Level course,
meetings with the personal tutor focus on a
variety of topics such as the UK education
system, British culture or living in the UK. In
the second year (and at the end of the first
year) there is a strong bias towards making
sure that each student makes an effective
application to university. Naturally, the
personal tutor plays a key role in ensuring
that each student makes an appealing and
persuasive application to his/her chosen
universities.

Personal tutors also monitor academic
progress, attendance and
welfare/disciplinary issues. An effective
support structure is in place to make sure
that each student is able to receive help and
advice in all of these crucial areas.

Parents receive a termly Personal Tutor
Report (this is in addition to the frequent
subject reports). These reports are more
global than subject reports, focusing on
areas such as general achievement, attitude,
attendance and, in rare cases, problems.
Parents are encouraged to maintain
communication with the personal tutor and
to discuss any aspect of their son’s or
daughter’s progress with us.

Individual Tuition

Supplementary individual tuition is available
to all Abbey students. Our students are
encouraged to seek further help whenever
they feel they have a problem with their
work. Individual or small-group tuition can
be arranged at a time suitable to the tutor
and student(s). Such tutorials are an
important part of the academic programme
at Abbey College Cambridge. It provides a
safety net to prevent students from falling
behind in their subjects and provides a
forum for students to discuss individual
problems in depth and to receive detailed
help in return.

STEP and University Entrance Papers

The most competitive universities are
increasingly looking towards additional entry
tests to select students. We are able to offer
a programme to teach students individually
and in small groups for such examinations,
including Thinking Skills Assessment (TSA),
Sixth Term Examination Papers (STEP) and
the Bio-Medical Admissions Test (BMAT).

We also devote much effort to the following
programmes:

Critical Thinking

All students have the opportunity to join our
AS Ciritical Thinking classes. Critical Thinking is
concerned with how we provide reasons for
our actions and beliefs, and with analysing and
evaluating our own and other people’s
reasoning. It involves specific skills that can be
developed with practice. The ability to criticise
and analyse is essential for success in higher
education.

Medical Careers Seminars

A certain proportion of Abbey students are
interested in pursuing a career in Medicine and
related fields. We hold seminars each year to
help our students gain a more informed
understanding of the career. Areas covered
include new developments in Medicine,
controversial aspects, and the role and
functioning of the NHS. Seminars are also
given on applications to Medical School,
writing an effective Medical Personal
Statement, choosing a Medical School and
interview technique. Following this
programme, students are given an
individualised series of mock interviews in

preparation for university admissions interviews.

The Abbey College Summer School

The Abbey College Summer School is an
established feature of our programme. The
school runs for eight weeks each summer
and aims to help students to become
accustomed to an English educational
environment and prepare them for future
study with Abbey. The Summer School has a
rigorous set of objectives. These include a
thorough introduction to academic English
and a progression towards understanding
some of the key concepts of specific A Level
(or Foundation) subjects to be studied from
September onwards. Throughout the eight
weeks students are exposed to British
culture and institutions as a means of
assisting their integration into the UK’s
academic and national culture.

You will need to provide:
1 A copy of your school transcript (translated
if you are an international student).

2 For international students: Proof of your
English language ability (IELTS preferred).

3 Any additional academic certificates or
awards you may wish to include in your
application.

4 Fully completed application form.
5 A non-refundable registration fee of £250.
6 A refundable deposit of £2000.

What happens after | apply?

After you have submitted your application you
may be invited to have an Interview (in person
or by telephone) with the Principal (or you
may have already had an interview with one of
our representatives in your country). Then you
will receive a conditional offer letter (if you
have not paid your deposit yet) outlining all
the documentation we need from you. Once
you have paid your deposit, and submitted all
the necessary documentation, you will receive
an unconditional offer letter and instructions
on when to pay your first instalment of tuition
fees, information you need about your course
of study, accommodation preferences, term
dates, airport transfer, clothes to bring, city
information, and so on.

Does Abbey College Cambridge help me
with my university application?

Yes. Each student is assigned a personal tutor
whom they work with on a weekly basis
throughout their studies.

What is the difference between A Level
and Foundation?

A Level examinations are recognised
qualifications for entry to all British universities
and to universities worldwide. With an
English language requirement of IELTS 5.5, it
is a demanding course with a higher degree
of difficulty than that of the Foundation
course. A Levels are usually taken over two
years and students can apply to any university
on completion, provided their results meet
entry requirements.

A Levels are recognised internationally as a
qualification. The Foundation course is a
shorter yet challenging course (one year)
which provides international students with a
fast-track into a UK university. Foundation
courses are not recognised by all universities.

How often do | receive academic reports?

Parents receive reports twice a term.

How long will be spent studying each week?

Students will be in the classroom between
20-30 hours a week and will receive
additional homework assignments and
coursework.

How many holidays will | have?

Three weeks at Christmas, 2 weeks at Easter
and around 10 weeks in the summer.
